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“EnGendered Species”:

How we Do and Undo Gender

The Art Department at Cal State University, Long Beach, and The Advocate Gallery at the Los Angeles Gay and Lesbian Center’s Village at Ed Gould Plaza, Hollywood, are pleased to present Engendered Species, an international exhibition that questions the traditionally fixed binary classification of gender, exploring how we “do” or “undo” both the gendered body and gender as a performance, as well as examining gender as an endangered system.
